GUIDELINES FOR WRITING THE FINAL REPORT 

(UNIPD PhD schools regulation, Art. 30.5c, and D.M. 8 Febbraio 2013, n. 45, Art. 8.6) 
The final report concerning the activities carried out during the 3 years of the PhD course should be written in English according to the following guidelines:

1) Write a short report on your research project, which should include:
a) Project title (note: this title should be the one that appears on your thesis).
b) Background and aim of the study: a short introduction qualifying the chosen research topic in the framework of existing literature. It is not necessary to add a list of references (minimum: 1 page; maximum 2 pages).
c) Scientific approach: a general description of materials and methods used to carry out the research (minimum: 1 page; maximum 3 pages).
d) Results: a summary of the main results of the research (include figures if desired), with a very short discussion of their significance (minimum: 3 pages; maximum 6 pages). Some figures or graphs can also be inserted.
e) Conclusions and future work: (maximum 1 A4 page).

2) Publications. List: 1) Journal papers that have been published; 2) Journal papers that are in press (have been issued a DOI number); 3) Journal papers that have been accepted (please include a copy of the acceptance letter); 4) Papers published in indexed Conference Proceedings (do not include conference abstracts); 5) Papers published in Conference Proceedings (do not include conference abstracts); 6) Book chapters published; 7) Books published; 8) Patents issued or patent applications deposited; 9) Other publications. Please provide the full bibliographical information for each item in the list, that is: name of authors, journal name or conference name, publication year, volume number, page numbers and DOI number if available. 
3) Courses and seminars. List the courses taken (with passed exam), and the seminars followed. Specify the number of hours (not the number of credits) for each course. List also the schools you attended.
4) Presentations given at conferences. Provide a list and specify if you gave an oral or a poster presentation at the conference.

5) Conferences, schools or other events attended. List only those not listed already at point 3 and 4).
6) Awards. List all prizes and honors received.
7) Teaching activities and of students/thesis co-advised. List the title of the thesis and specify if LT or LM students.
8) Research periods abroad. List only the ones for which a formal request was submitted to the PhD school or those part of a secondment (e.g. in a Marie Curie program).

Note: in order to prepare the document to be sent to the External Reviewers, please date and sign the Final Report and, at the end of the document,  add also the following sentence: “Read and approved by the supervisor, prof. ..ADD NAME OF YOUR SUPERVISOR..” Then, acquire the signature of your supervisor and create a pdf file.
Please use the following page format for the final report: A4 page with 2.5 cm edges, single line, Times Roman 12 pt.
